Ways and Means Update

CES won a grant from Lowe’s for $4,975.  The committee is very pleased that this money will be used for outdoor learning, concentrating on refurbishing the pathway, bridge, drainage, etc., in the wooded area of the front corner of the school. 
The Original Artworks program will be held in the fall of 2010.  This will allow parents time to order for the holidays.

The REACH program brought in over $14,000.  That money will be held to use in place of a fall 2010 fundraiser. The next time REACH will be conducted is in the fall of 2011.  

In the spring of 2011, there will be the spring carnival, as usual, and the addition of a 5k run/walk.  The goal is to have events that involve the students as much as possible.

The spring book fair had over $18,000 in sales, which meant over $4,000 in profits. Teachers received over 125 gift books, in addition to the books earned through sales.  Deb Smith thanked everyone who volunteered to help.
Upcoming events are the Father/Daughter Dance on May 14 and the Girls on the Run meet on May 23.  The June 4 Family Fun Night is tentative.

Membership

Membership stands at 274 parents and 58 staff, for a total of 332. In the fall, the membership drive will be expanded to include more information available in Spanish and Korean.

Budget Amendments

It was proposed and approved to make the following budget amendments:

Add a teacher appreciation line item of $1,500

Increase the volunteer appreciation line item to $1,200 (from $400)

Increase the field day line item to $500 (from $150)


Staff and Administrative Report

Mr. Young thanked the PTA for a great year and the teacher’s expressed their appreciation of the Teacher Appreciation Week festivities.
The 4th graders are working on a garden near the bus lobby.  They will be growing corn, squash and beans.

CES was awarded the Energy Star label. The school uses 30% less energy than other comparable schools.  That saves about $3,500 a month over an average school of this size.  Some of the energy saving initiatives are county-driven (ie: motion sensor lights in the rooms), but others are school-driven, such as not propping doors and not keeping microwaves in individual classrooms, etc.

64 laptops will be delivered to CES shortly from the county. These will be given to teachers and through re-distribution, another computer cart will be created for the students.

Three classrooms without Smart Boards are receiving them now and the 6th grade classes are getting document cameras.
SOL’s are coming soon and it was confirmed that the last day of school is June 24.

The county budget will be voted on during the May 20 meeting.  The main thing impacting CES is that there will be no busing to Willow Springs for the academic achievers program.

Mrs. Thompson presented the changes to the end-of- the-year awards ceremonies.  The focus will now be on CES Annual Success, with each grade level celebrating achievements differently.  This will help CES recognize all students’ learning and achievements from the school year.  The schedule is:

The grade levels will have their successes presented in different ways:

Kindergarten – Classroom museum celebration

Grades 1 & 2 – Writing celebrations

Grade 6 – Cooperative learning demonstrations

Individual awards will still be given in classrooms before the last day of school for grades 1-5.  The sixth grade awards will still be given out at the promotion ceremony on June 23 at 10am.

Mrs. Mayer reported on the changes to field day.  The new format will combine grade levels to foster more team spirit. The grades will be combined on the first day for grades 1, 3 and 5 and on the second day for grades 2, 4 and 6.  The kindergarten field day will be separate, as that is the chance for the school patrols to run the event and work with the kindergarteners.  Teams will make banners, invent cheers, and eat lunch together on their day. Points will be awarded and many awards for sportsmanship, enthusiasm, skill, etc., will be given.  When competing, the participants will still be paired by grade level, however, their points will go to a team total. 

President’s Report

Susie Collier reported that clean up day was a huge success. Over 137 people participated and have it in the day of the book fair actually helped increase the book sales, so the plan may be to combine it each year. Thanks to all those who volunteered.
